	Use your agenda for planning your social or part-time work activities. It helps to plan and to remember.

	Journalism’s 5W1H rule can also be used to check your writing for answers to: Who? What? Where? When? Why? How?

	Make a record of remarks made on your tests and essays. These comments may prove more valuable then the actual grade.

	If possible, get yourself a good dictionary, thesaurus, and atlas. You could put these on your birthday wish list.


	“Getting a good grade” should never be your only incentive to learn. Consider other benefits of what you are studying as well.




	Mapping may be used for note-taking, as well as structuring an outline for writing. Train yourself in using this device.

	Use A.W.’s (Advance Warnings) in your time management to alert you to due dates of tests, essays, or assignments.



	Be sure to acknowledge outside sources in your writings. Plagiarism is illegal and can cost you dearly.

	 Preparing a table may be a helpful way of sorting information. As a problem-solving method, it may assist you to come up with   solutions.


	If you are writing an essays-type test and running out of time, provide your answers in outline form. You might at least get some credit.

	Projects and term papers seem like a steep slope to climb if you are inclined to put things off. Starting early will make the total effort less strenuous.

	Try to keep a positive attitude. Instead of asking, “Do we have to do this…?” accept the challenge. Take an interest in what you are doing.

	Practice good reading techniques. Skim to get an overall idea first. Ask yourself questions. Read with a purpose. Check your understanding. Review.
Enrich yourself with additional knowledge and experiences through participation in various student activities.

	Occasionally, tests give away some of the answers in the questions that are asked. Be alert to this.
